These Club Rules
form part of your contract with the Club. Membership — General Rules & Processes Acceptance of an
application for Membership at the Club is at our absolute discretion (although we will exercise our
discretion reasonably, and in compliance with applicable laws). Membership entitles you to use the
facilities available at the Club during the hours of your membership and subject to availability. We
offer different types of Membership, and the types of membership and facilities offered by us may
change from time to time. You cannot cancel your membership during the initial term. We may
refuse to allow you to enter the Club if you do not have your valid proof of ID. Your membership is
personal to you and you cannot transfer it to another person.
